Mr. Fred Stubbs made a motion to approve the meeting minutes.  The motion was seconded by Mr. 

Gustavo Schmidt.  The motion was called to a vote and carried unanimously.

INFORMATION / PRESENTATION ITEMS

I1. -  INFORMATION: Job Access Reverse Commute (JARC) and New Freedom (NF) Programs 

 

Ms. Natalie Yesbeck of SFRTA presented an overview of past JARC and NF funding cycles.  Ms. 

Yesbeck explained that there is an ongoing monitoring process for projects that are awarded JARC and 

NF funds.  She then identified projects that received funds during these past cycles, with emphasis on the 
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individual projects that have been cancelled or are now in jeopardy of being cancelled.  Sponsors of these 

projects that have been cancelled or are now in question are a mix of non-profit organizations and public 

agencies.  Ms. Yesbeck and Ms. Carla McKeever both noted that SFRTA is working with individual 

agencies to try and salvage the projects that are now facing cancellation.  Ms. Yesbeck stated that the 

“Call for Projects” announcement for the next competitive cycle of JARC and NF funds will occur in 

October.  She said that further details on the new JARC and NF funding cycle will be provided at the 

next PTAC meeting. 

 

Committee questions included inquiries about individual projects and clarification of past JARC and NF 

funding cycles.  Mr. Stubbs asked if JARC and NF funds for projects that have been or will be cancelled 

could be reallocated to other project here in the region.  Ms. Yesbeck replied that the most likely 

outcome is that funds for these cancelled projects would be returned to the national pot of JARC and NF 

funds.        

 

I2. -  INFORMATION: SFRTA Transit Development Plan (TDP) FY 2014-2023 Major Update 

 

Ms. Yesbeck gave a brief overview of SFRTA’s early efforts to develop a new TDP Major Update.  Ms. 

Yesbeck noted that a scope of services outline has been formulated by staff and that coordination is 

occurring with one of SFRTA’s general planning consultant teams.  Mr. Joseph Quinty of SFRTA added 

that a lot has changed since the last TDP Major Update in 2008 and staff is eager to overhaul numerous 

aspects of the TDP.  Mr. Greg Stuart asked about the proposed schedule of the SFRTA TDP.  Mr. Quinty 

responded that SFRTA plans to have the document completed in the Summer of 2013 and submitted to 

FDOT prior to the September 1, 2013 deadline.      

 

I3. -  INFORMATION: SFRTA Capital Projects Update (Part 1of 2) 

 

Mr. Quinty introduced this item, noting that SFRTA staff wanted to provide a progress update on 

projects that may have come before the PTAC during the planning stages or involved funds from some of 

our partner agencies.  Mr. Quinty stated that this update would focus on Tri-Rail station projects, with 

next month focusing on new rolling stock.  Ms. Brandy Creed of SFRTA Engineering staff gave an 

overview of Pompano Beach Station improvements.  Ms. Creed showed renderings of the station 

overhaul, which will include new extended platform canopies, a new pedestrian bridge/stair 

tower/elevator, improved circulation and bus access, a new bus canopy, and numerous environmentally 

friendly features such as solar panels.  Ms. Creed noted that the Pompano Station project has received a 

federal TIGGER grant for these environmental features and federal New Freedom funds for the 

pedestrian bridge.  LEED Gold certification will be sought for the project, which has completed 100% 

design plans.  Ms. Creed also gave an overview of upgrades at the Opa-Locka Tri-Rail Station.  She 

explained that SFRTA is working to utilize a vacant lot (owned by FDOT) adjacent to the station for 

parking and circulation improvements.  Ms. Creed noted that bus and shuttle connections at the station 

are critical, and that bus circulation and canopy improvements are a key element of the project.  She 

stated that the project has reached 30% design plans.   

 

Committee members asked if coordination has been occurring with BCT at the Pompano station and with 

MDT at the Opa-Locka station.  Ms. Creed and Mr. William Cross responded by mentioning the 

interagency coordination that has been taking place for these two station projects.  Mr. James Murley 

inquired about coordination with the City of Opa-Locka, noting that a number of HUD grants have been 

awarded to the city and they are actively seeking to use the rail station as a hub and economic catalyst. 
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Mr. Quinty gave the last portion of the presentation, which covered SFRTA’s Station Heavy 

Maintenance program.  Mr. Quinty provided an overview of the heavy maintenance elements, which 

included painting, rust removal, roof repairs and various other improvements such as drainage, signs, 

fencing, and hardware.  Mr. Quinty explained that the most extensive painting had taken place at the 

Deerfield Beach Station.  He shared slides showing photos of “before” conditions, in-progress painting, 

and “after” conditions.          

 

I4. -  INFORMATION: Tri-Rail Coastal Service 

 

Mr. Cross and Mr. Quinty gave an overview of SFRTA activities and outstanding issues related to the 

development of Tri-Rail Coastal Service.  Mr. Cross emphasized that tasks initiated as part of SFRTA’s 

Fast Start Plan are coming to an end and that SFRTA’s recent technical efforts have been in support of 

the SFECC Study.  Mr. Cross spoke briefly about SFRTA’s Station Area Market & Economic Analysis 

for proposed FEC stations and about the monthly updates that have been requested by the SFRTA 

Governing Board.  He also noted some initial progress in developing a framework for a FDOT & SFRTA 

agreement to formalize roles and responsibilities for this project and how to specifically implement the 

recommendations approved by SEFTC in July.   

 

Extensive committee discussion then ensued.  Chairman Whitfield and Ms. Kim Delaney both spoke 

about the upcoming schedule of joint FDOT & SFRTA presentations for SEFTC, the three MPOs, two 

RPCs, and the SFRTA Governing Board.  Mr. Cross, Mr. Wilson Fernandez, and Mr. Gustavo Schmidt 

all spoke about the lingering issue of who will be the operator of new FEC commuter rail service and 

about renaming or rebranding the SFECC Study going forward.  Much conversation also took place 

regarding the revised SFECC LPA, minimum operable segments (MOSs), and the issue of timed 

transfers or through service at Pompano Beach.  The issue of a formal agreement or memorandum of 

understanding (MOU) was also discussed at length.  Mr. Stuart suggested a broader agreement that 

would include other parties beyond FDOT and SFRTA.  Mr. Fernandez cited an agreement in place 

between MDT and the Miami-Dade MPO as a good example to be followed.  Mr. Cross suggested that 

the partnership involved in the Wave Streetcar project was another good example of multi-agency 

defined roles and responsibilities.  He noted that the early determination of FTA project sponsor, 

operator, and other key roles were an important factor in the Wave’s rapid progress through the Federal 

Small Starts process over the past two years.       

 

I5. -  INFORMATION: Commuter Rail Expansion Case Studies 

 

Mr. Quinty presented this item, noting that SFRTA would welcome further commuter rail expansion case 

studies at future PTAC meetings if the committee desired.  Mr. Quinty gave an overview of northern 

New Jersey’s efforts to unify and connect its commuter rail network in the 1990’s and 2000’s.  He 

explained that in 1995, only two of northern New Jersey’s commuter rail lines allowed for direct “one-

seat ride” service to Midtown Manhattan.  At that time, all other lines required a transfer at Newark or 

Hoboken in order to reach Manhattan.  Mr. Quinty documented three New Jersey projects that tied 

multiple lines together and resulted in greatly improved ridership and travel time savings.  He suggested 

that New Jersey’s two connection projects that resulted in new “Midtown Direct” service were models to 

be emulated for future development of integrated Tri-Rail service on the Florida East Coast Railway 

corridor.  Mr. Quinty provided information showing that the Midtown Direct one-seat ride services had a 

strong initial ridership boost, sustained ongoing ridership growth, and continues to exceed ridership 

projections.  He also spoke briefly about the Midtown Direct service plan, which provides direct service 

to both termini in the peak, but requires more transfers in the off-peak.  In addition, Mr. Quinty shared 
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results from multiple studies showing that communities served by the new Midtown Direct services have 

experienced strong increases in property values that have exceeded other communities in that region.  

Questions from the committee included inquiries on development of TODs, value capture strategies, and 

whether there were any “Sunbelt” examples of a similar one-seat ride service being implemented.      

 

OTHER BUSINESS:   Potential Winter PTAC/RTTAC Meeting Date in Palm Beach County 

 

Citing the success of holding the July PTAC and RTTAC meetings in Downtown Miami, Mr. Quinty 

inquired about holding an upcoming meeting in Palm Beach County.  There was committee interest and 

consensus in rotating the meeting location on occasion.  Chairman Whitfield and others noted that a key 

element of holding the meeting in Palm Beach County would be finding a location that has good transit 

access.  

 

PTAC MEMBER COMMENTS 

 

Ms. Delaney announced that efforts are ongoing to find a future date for the Reconnecting America TOD 

peer exchange event.  The event was originally scheduled for August, but may be held sometime in early 

2013.

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Ms. Macomber moved to elect Ms. Byrnes to serve as Chair and Ms. Jarman as Vice-Chair of 
the ADA Advisory Committee and for Fiscal Year 2011-12.  The motion was seconded by Mr. 
Cavanaugh.

I1 – INFORMATION ITEM:  Tri-Rail Pompano Beach Station Renovation Update 
 
Ms. Brandy Creed, SFRTA Project Manager, provided information regarding the status of the Tri-
Rail Pompano Beach Station Renovation Project. 
 
Currently, the Pompano Beach Tri-Rail station has 2 parking lots with 226 parking spaces on the 
east lot and 39 on the west lot of the station, totaling 265 parking spaces.  Per Tri-Rail’s Parking 
Needs and Opportunity Study finalized in November 2008, there is a need for a total of 435 parking 
spaces. 
 
A site plan was developed to reconfigure parking to increase capacity at the Pompano Beach Station; 
to upgrade station to Segment 5 criteria; to implement “Green Design” and LEED criteria.  Ms. 
Creed stated that this is going to be the first “Green” station and that the station would be opened 
during construction. 
 
In regards to the Design and Construction, Ms. Creed stated that 30% of the Design-Build was 
completed in April 2010 and currently, SFRTA is working towards 100% design.  The project is 
expected to be advertised by March 2012 with contractor selection scheduled for May 2012.  
Construction is projected to start by the 3rd Quarter of 2012 and the station should be fully 
operational by mid 2013. 
 
The Chair moved the discussions to the next item on the Agenda.

Mr. Cavanaugh stated that Broward County Transit (BCT) has Complementary Paratransit (TOPS) 
service for persons with disabilities.  Mr. Cavanaugh added that BCT has a travel training program 
that helps passengers who use fixed route bus services by providing personal and/or group lessons to 
teach passengers how to use the county buses.   
 
Mr. Strobis, BCT Paratransit Manager, also provided information on BCT’s Paratransit services and 
travel training.   
 
Mr. Ferri stated that Palm Tran has received a grant for travel training which includes all modes of 
transportation.  
 
OTHER BUSINESS 
 
Ms. Byrnes handed out information of the Disabilities Expo which will be help in October 15, 2011 
at NOVA Southeastern University and; the Broward Green Expo with will be held on November 18-
19, 2011 presented by the City of Lauderhill.

Hialeah Yard Storage Tracks and Inspection Pit: 

Construction of 3,300’ of storage tracks (4‐track configuration) with a 340’ inspection pit.  Contract 
was awarded to Gonzalez and Sons Equipment,  Inc. on December 10th, 2010.   Notice to Proceed 
was issued on January 7th, 2011.  Construction of Phase I was completed on February 14, 2012.  An 
agreement with FDOT D4 and CSXT to connect the new storage tracks to existing rail was signed 
on August 31, 2012.  Construction of Phase 2 is scheduled to start October 2012. 

 

Pompano Beach Station Improvements: 

Upgrade  of  existing  Pompano  Beach  Station  to  Segment  5  station  standards.    Improvements 
consist  of  widening  existing  platforms  to  25’  width,  new  full‐length  canopies,  solar  paneling, 
pedestrian  overpass  with  stairs  and  elevators,  bus  circulation  improvements,  and  parking  lot 
reconfiguration.    The design package will  include  specifications  to obtain,  at  a minimum,  Silver 
LEED  certification.    The  100%  design  plans  have  been  completed,  and  are  being  reviewed  by 
procurement  for  advertisement.  In  addition,  coordination  is  on‐going with  SFRTA  and  CSXT  to 
finalize a flagging agreement.  Estimated construction start is Spring 2013. 

 

Cab and Trailer Car Procurement: 

Procurement of 10 Cab Cars and 14 Trailer Cars.   Delivery of the first two (2) Cab Cars occurred on 
January 11, 2011, and April 8, 2011, respectively.  The two (2) Cab Cars entered revenue service on 
September 26, 2011.   Delivery of the first three (3) Trailer Cars occurred on March 20, 2012, and 
was placed  into revenue service on April 27, 2012.   Delivery of the remaining eight  (8) Cab Cars 
and one (1) Trailer Car is expected by the end of 2012.  An updated schedule for the delivery of the 
final ten (10) Trailer Cars has been submitted and now indicates delivery by the end of May 2013.

Heavy Station Maintenance: 
 
Miscellaneous  repairs  at  various  Tri‐Rail  Stations within Palm Beach, Broward,  and Miami‐Dade 
Counties. Contract was awarded  to State Contracting & Engineering Corp. on October 28, 2011. 
Notice to Proceed was  issued on November 28, 2011.   Contractor started work on December 12, 
2011.   The  contractor  started work  at  the north end of  the  system  and has  completed  various 
miscellaneous station repairs at sixteen (16) Tri‐Rail Stations.   SFRTA executed a change order to 
perform  additional miscellaneous  repairs  and  spot  painting  at  ten  (10)  pedestrian  bridges  and 
additional  maintenance  repairs  at  three  (3)  Tri‐Rail  Stations  which  the  contractor  has  also 
completed.  The  Contractor  has  completed  all  punch  list  items  identified  during  the  final 
inspections and SFRTA is currently in the process of closing‐out this contract. 

 

Opa‐Locka Station Parking Expansion: 
 
Expand parking at Tri‐Rail's Opa‐Locka Station, inclusive of adding about 50 new parking spaces to 
the  south of  the  station;  increase bus bay  areas  in  the existing parking  lot;  install  a pedestrian 
canopy over  the bus waiting areas; and  improve  landscape and hard scope.   A Work Order was 
executed for HNTB to provide site geotechnical  investigation, site survey, environmental services 
required for a Categorical Exclusion document as per NEPA requirements; and preparation of 30% 
design  plans.  The  notice  to  proceed was  issued  on November  16,  2011,  and  the Geotechnical 
investigation,  survey,  and  30%  design  plans  have  been  completed.    Environmental  services 
required for a Categorical Exclusion are about 90% complete.  The NEPA documentation has been 
approved by FDOT and it is currently being formatted for submittal to the FTA.  Final design plans 
are expected to start by end of 2012.

Revenue:   
 
Train Revenue 
For September 2012 year-to-date (YTD) actual revenue increased approximately $2,702 
or 1% when compared to fiscal year (FY) 2013 YTD budgeted revenue. Actual revenue 
for FY 2013 YTD increased by $26,171 or 1% when compared to FY 2012 YTD actual 
revenue. This increase is attributed to an increase in ridership. 
 
 
Expenses: 
 
As of September 2012, the SFRTA FY 2013 YTD actual expenses are $3,039,022 or 
17% below budget when compared to the FY 2013 YTD budgeted expense. All expenses 
are well within budget.  
 
Train operations for FY 2013 YTD actual are approximately $1,740,009 or 18% below 
budget when compared to the FY 2013 YTD budget and decreased approximately 
$275,645 or 3% when compared to FY 2012 YTD actual. This decrease in FY 2013 can 
be mostly attributed to a decrease in Insurance and Feeder Bus expense.  
 
The major categories within Train Operations include Train Fuel, Security, Insurance and 
Feeder Service:  

• Train fuel expense for FY 2013 YTD actual is approximately $354,592 or 15% 
below budget when compared to the FY 2013 YTD budget, and increased 
approximately $91,400 or 5% when compared to FY 2012 YTD actual fuel 
expense.  This increase is attributed to rising fuel prices. 

 
• Security expense for FY 2013 YTD actual is approximately $88,515 or 7% below 

budget when compared to the FY 2013 YTD budget, and increased approximately 
$75,271 or 6% when compared to FY 2012 YTD actual.

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Expenses (Contd.) 
 

• Feeder bus expense for FY 2013 YTD actual is approximately $263,608 or 18% 
below budget when compared to the FY 2013 YTD budget and decreased 
approximately $14,123 or 1% when compared to FY 2012 YTD actual. This 
decrease is due to the elimination of the Boca Raton shuttle bus route. 

 
• Insurance expense for FY 2013 YTD actual is approximately $ 557,745 or 88% 

less when compared to FY 2012 actual. In fiscal year 2012, SFRTA incurred a 
portion of its insurance expense in August 2011.  This fiscal year, SFRTA will be 
billed in October 2012.   

 
Train and Station Maintenance FY 2013 YTD actual is approximately $620,912 or 14% 
below budget when compared to the FY 2013 YTD budget and increased approximately 
$527,472 or 17% when compared to the FY 2012 actual. This increase can be attributed 
to an increase in Train and Station Maintenance expenses for the current month. 
 

• Train Maintenance for FY 2013 YTD actual is approximately $432,682 or 13% 
below budget when compared to the FY 2013 YTD budget and increased 
approximately $288,209 or 11% when compared to FY 2012 YTD actual. In FY 
2013, there is additional $278,900 in DMU maintenance expense as well.    

 
• DMU Maintenance for FY 2013 YTD actual is approximately $76,100 or 21% 

below budget when compared to the FY 2013 YTD budget and increased 
approximately $241,925 when compared to the FY 2012 YTD actual. There will 
be an approximate $93,000 expense charged monthly to the DMU expense 
account per the contract.   
 

• Station Maintenance for FY 2013 YTD actual is approximately $112,130 or 19% 
below budget when compared to the FY 2013 YTD budget and decreased 
approximately $2,662 or 1% when compared to FY 2012 YTD actual. This 
decrease is attributed to fewer monthly station maintenance expenses. 

 
 
Personnel Expenses for FY 2013 YTD actual are approximately $354,011 or 16% below 
budget when compared to the FY 2013 YTD budget and decreased approximately 
$185,871 or 9% when compared to FY 2012 actual. 
 
Professional Services for FY 2013 YTD actual are approximately $33,426 or 23% below 
budget when compared to the FY 2013 YTD budget and decreased approximately 
$89,427 or 44% when compared to FY 2012 actual. Last year, SFRTA incurred 
additional consulting expenses.  This year there were no extra consulting expenses during 
the month of September. 
 
Legal for FY 2013 YTD actual is approximately $60,492 or 35% below budget when 
compared to the FY 2013 YTD budget and decreased approximately $9,144 or 7% when  
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Expenses (Contd.) 
 
compared to FY 2012 actual. This decrease is related to lower legal expenses for the 
month of September of approximately $9,114 or 572%.     
 
 
General and Administrative Expenses for FY 2013 YTD are approximately $71,538 or 
13% below budget when compared to the FY 2013 YTD budget and increased 
approximately $56,010 or 13% when compared to FY 2012 actual. Some categories 
within General and Administrative expenses are Business Travel, General Training, and 
Dues and Subscriptions. 
 

• Business Travel expense for FY 2013 YTD actual is approximately $14,979 or 
38% below budget when compared to the FY 2013 YTD budget and decreased 
approximately $7,279 or 23% when compared to FY 2012 actual. At this time last 
year, SFRTA had additional travel for legislative matters.   

 
• Dues and Subscriptions for FY 2013 YTD actual is approximately $17,009 or 

21% below budget when compared to the FY 2013 YTD budget and increased 
approximately $22,751 or 54% when compared to the FY 2012 actual. This 
increase is attributed to SFRTA paying its most significant annual dues in July 
and August 2012.   

 
 
Marketing expenses for FY 2013 YTD actual are approximately $50,618 or 32% below 
budget when compared to the FY 2013 YTD budget and decreased approximately 
$64,496 or 38% when compared to the FY 2012 YTD actual.  
 

• Marketing Contract for FY 2013 YTD actual is approximately $29,146 or 24% 
below budget when compared to the FY 2013 YTD budget and decreased 
approximately $1,116 or 1% when compared to the FY 2012 actual. This is 
attributed to a decrease in marketing expense in September 2012.
